Officers immediately initiated an investigation and a suspect was identified within
two hours of the threat. Detectives continued working on the investigation late into
Friday evening and throughout the weekend. We worked closely with Prosecutor Dan
Padden and CHS Principal Scott Eldredge. Various court orders were obtained from
Judge Moorehead, and a search warrant for the suspect’s home was signed by Judge
Nicholson. Pursuant to the orders and warrants issued by the judges, a large amount of
evidence was accumulated quickly, including fingerprints, handwriting exemplars and
other physical evidence. Much of the evidence has already been evaluated by forensic
scientists at BCI in London, Ohio.

On October 23, 2007, Detective Brian Harbin filed a charge against a 14-year-old
student at Cambridge High School for Inducing Panic, ORC §2917.31, a felony of the
fourth degree. Because the suspect is a juvenile, no name will be released. The suspect
did not take any steps to manufacture explosive devices, nor did the suspect direct the
threats toward any particular student, or group of students.

We appreciate the cooperation of our prosecutor, judges and school
administration throughout this investigation. Threats to our schools are treated as an
extremely high priority investigation by the Cambridge Police Department. We believe
our schools are safe, and our department is committed to keeping them that way.
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
